The Anawim of Yahweh
The Hebrew word “anawim” means, the humble, the meek and the poor. The “Anawim of Yahweh” refers to the humble poor who place their complete trust in God. In Indian context, it is closely related to the state of the marginalised ones due to caste discrimination. They are the people of scheduled caste and scheduled tribes. 
TNBC SC/ST Commission – Housing Scheme for the Homeless: 
The Housing Scheme for the Homeless is a vital initiative of the TNBC SC/ST Commission aimed at ensuring safe, secure, and dignified shelter for families who lack a permanent home. Many SC/ST families continue to live in temporary sheds, dilapidated huts, or unsafe structures that expose them to rain, heat, and social discrimination. Through this scheme, the Commission seeks to uphold the fundamental right to adequate housing and affirm human dignity among the marginalized.
Identification of Anawim of Yahweh:
Families are identified through field visits, recommendations from diocesan SC/ST Directors, village heads, and field staff. Priority is given to:
• Families living in socially neglected hamlets
• Widows, single mothers, and elderly persons
• Persons with disabilities
• Families in extreme poverty and without stable employment
The last first: Mt. 20/16: Our beneficiaries were the forgotten ones—hidden in the shadows of extreme poverty and inhuman conditions. They did not know such help existed, nor did they ask anyone for it. We went in search of these genuine and blessed ones and chose them first.

Family Assessments: 
This housing support assessment highlights the living conditions of several economically distressed families across different dioceses. Most families face severe poverty, unsafe shelters, and vulnerable social or health conditions. Many are daily wage earners, widows, elderly persons, or parents caring for children with illness or disabilities.
Their current shelters—often temporary, damaged, or unsafe—provide little protection from heat, rain, or natural calamities. The absence of a proper house not only threatens their safety but also affects the education, well-being, and dignity of children and dependent members. Providing a permanent house will help restore stability, hope, and dignity while supporting their long-term social and economic upliftment.
